On page 14 Pfizer lists the following adverse events as "frequent": arthralgia (neuralgic pain in a joint or joints), back pain, muscle cramp, musculoskeletal pain, myalgia (muscular pain or tenderness, especially when diffuse and nonspecific), diarrhea, gingivitis (inflammation of the gums), chest pain, influenza like illness (flu), edema (excessive tissue fluid accumulation), abnormal liver function test, weight increase, disturbance in attention, dizziness, sensory disturbance, anxiety, depression, emotional disorder, irritability, restlessness, polyuria (excessive passage of urine), menstrual disorder, epistaxis (nose bleed), respiratory disorders (lungs and airways), hyperhidrosis (excessive sweating), hot flush and hypertension.
